Patti Anne Vassia, Executive 
Director of the YMCA and 
the United Way, and a foun-
der of the Middlesex County 
Community Foundation, 
spoke on the 10-Year Plan to 
End Homelessness in Mid-
dlesex County that began in 
January 2007 when Middle-
town Mayor Sebastian N. 
Guiliano, along with elected 
officials from surrounding 
communities, and  business, 
academic, and religious lead-
ers , announced plans to de-
velop such a plan. A HUD 
study at the time indicated 
that there were nearly 
672,000 homeless in the 
United States.  A point-in-
time study done by hundreds 
of volunteers throughout 
Connecticut, including Mid-
dlesex County, indicated 
there were 246 total house-
holds in Middlesex County 
experiencing homelessness. 

Most homeless in the county 
live in tents in the forests of 
Haddam and along the shore-
line.  Many move into motels 
during the winter, when 
rates are cheaper, but return 
to the forests for the sum-
mer. 

Since 2007, 49 affordable 
housing units have been cre-
ated in Middlesex County, 
decreasing the dependence 
on shelters from over 50 
beds per night during the 
winter of 2007-08, to under 
40 beds per night during the 
past year. 

One case history that was 
described concerned an 80-

year-old woman who had 
paid her rent religiously but 
was left homeless because 
her landlord failed to pay his 
mortgage; an all too com-
mon situation.  Rapid Re-
source funds enabled the 
woman to obtain her own 
housing. 

Sometimes, even a small 
expenditure can help a per-
son avoid homelessness.  In 
another case, a young 
mother was able to stay in 
her home by helping to pur-
chase a battery for her car so 
she could get to work. 

Placing the homeless into affordable housing will reduce the 
need for them to spend nights is shelters like these.

W hen Rotarians decided to start a new 
club in Miami, the location they chose 
was zoo-logical.

Throughout Rotaryõs history, several 
basic principles have been developed to 
guide Rotarians in achieving the ideal of 
service and high ethical standards. 

Object of Rotary  
First formulated in 1910 and adapted 
through the years as Rotaryõs mission 
expanded, the Object of Rotary pro-
vides a succinct definition of the organi-
zationõs purpose as well as the club 
memberõs responsibilities.  The Object 
of Rotary is to encourage and foster the 
ideal of service as a basis of worthy en-
terprise and, in particular, to encourage 
and foster: 

FIRST 
The development of acquaintance as 
an opportunity for service; 

SECOND 
High ethical standards in business and 
professions; the recognition of the 
worthiness of all useful occupations; 
and the dignifying of each Rotarianõs 
occupation as an opportunity to serve 
society; 

THIRD 
The application of the ideal of service 

vens the clubõs social atmosphere and 
provides a rich resource of occupational 
expertise to carry out service projects 
and provide club leadership. 

Avenues of Service  
Based on the Object of Rotary, the Ave-
nues of Service are Rotaryõs philosophi-
cal cornerstone and the foundation on 
which club activity is based: 

Club Service focuses on strengthen-
ing fellowship and ensuring the effec-
tive functioning of the club. 

Vocational Service encourages 
Rotarians to serve others through 
their vocations and to practice high 
ethical standards. 

Community Service covers the 
projects and activities the club under-
takes to improve life in its commu-
nity. 

International Service encompasses 
actions taken to expand Rotaryõs hu-
manitarian reach around the globe and 
to promote world understanding and 
peace. 

New Generations Service recog-
nizes the positive change imple-
mented by youth and young adults 
through leadership development ac-
tivities, service projects, and exchange 
programs.

FOURTH 

The advancement of international 
understanding, goodwill, and peace 
through a world fellowship of business 
and professional persons united in the 
ideal of service. 

Classification principle  
By assigning each member a classifica-
tion based on his or her business or pro-
fession, this system ensures that the 
clubõs membership reflects the business 
and professional composition of its com-
munity. The number of members hold-
ing a particular classification is limited 
according to the size of the club. The
